DROP BAGS
We allow drop bags only at
the start/finish area. Runners
are responsible for their own
drop bags. We will allow for
them to be placed near the
main aid station

BIBS
Please make sure that the bib
number is visual and on the
front of your body. We will use
your bib number to identify
you and record your time.

PACERS
Pacers are allowed to run with
participants on their last 2
loops of the open 50K (not
relay). Sign up here

Headlamps are required. This
is a night event.

PARKING
Parking is limited ONLY to the
West side of Waterloo Lake
Drive (DO NOT park on the east
side), the baseball fields off of
Verna Lane & Loy Lake Road.   

CUPLESS RACE
To reduce waste out on the
trails and in general we follow
the cupless race protocol.
This means that we will not
serve any cups at aid stations
for drinks. Please bring your
own water carrying system
with at least 16 oz..
